Maurine's girlfriend is driving them to what we can assume is 
a new house because of the moving boxes in the back of the 
truck. They are laughing together and having a good time. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
The first time I heard you laugh, you 
covered your mouth when you snorted. 
and you scoffed at how I thought it 
was so cute. And my love grew. 

EXT. NEW HOME - DAY. MOMENTS LATER. 

Eventually the truck pulls up in front of a driveway, and the 
camera follows Maurine to reveal a house that her girlfriend 
has surprised her with to Maurine's delight. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
The first time I watched you cry, you 
buried your head in my chest. And I 
wasn't going to stop holding you until 
you felt better. And my love grew. 

INT. HOME - NIGHT. SOME TIME LATER. 

Maurine and her girlfriend are sitting on their couch, 
watching a show but the focus is on how good of a time they 
are having together. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
The first time I saw you give up, you 
were so upset, so defeated. And it 
didn't take long before you were 
already planning how to fix things. 
And my love grew. 
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EXT. BUS STATION - DUSK. NOT TOO MUCH LATER. 

Maurine and her girlfriend are holding hands, walking down 
the pathway at the bus station in the rain. 

INT. HOME - DAY. THEIR WEDDING DAY. 

Maurine is standing in a living room, wearing a wedding 
dress, and getting a feel for what she looks like. 

Maurine is getting ready in another room of the home in her 
wedding dress, getting ready for her big day. 

The camera is suddenly lower quality, and Maurine is trying 
to wave the camera away. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
Maurine, you were and will forever be 
my one and only. Not a day has passed 
that your light hasn't made my days a 
little brighter. Because... 

INT. FUNERAL HOME - TIMELESS. YEARS LATER. 

The camera zooms out to reveal the lower quality shot is 
playing on a television. The camera continues to dolly out to 
reveal a casket and Maurine's girlfriend delivering this 
speech at the podium. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
The last time I saw you smile, you 
didn't want me to know you were in 
pain. And I did my best to make it 
seem like I was okay. And my love grew 
so much more. 

INT. DOCTOR'S OFFICE - DAY. MONTHS AFTER WEDDING DAY 

The doctor is telling Maurine and her girlfriend that Maurine 
doesn't have much longer to live. Maurine and her girlfriend 
hold hands, trying to get through this together. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
The last time I heard you laugh, you 
still snorted in that adorable way of 
yours, and this time you didn't try to 
hide it. And my love grew so much 
more. 
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EXT. NEW HOME - DAY. CONTINUING FROM EARLIER 

Maurine runs up to her girlfriend, hugging it out in the 
driveway of their new home. A happier time when everything 
was new and happy. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
The last time I watched you cry, you 
buried your head in my chest, and this 
time it was me that needed the 
comforting. And my love grew even 
more. 

INT. SCHOOL LOBBY - DAY. 

Maurine and her soon to be girlfriend are continuing to hit 
it off, talking and smiling in the school lobby together. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
But you never gave up. You held your 
head high, and when it seemed like the 
whole world was falling apart, you 
remained calm. And my love grew so 
much more. 

INT. FUNERAL HOME - TIMELESS. YEARS LATER. 

Maurine's girlfriend continues to deliver her eulogy. 

GIRLFRIEND V/O 
Maurine, the first time I heard you 
say 'I love you' is a moment I will 
never forget. And this won't be the 
last time I tell you, I love you too. 
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
